Who was Paniel?

Daniel was a teen at the time of the exile to Babylon

Daniel was a godly man who refused to compromise in his
beliefs and the things of God. Daniel would have known
the writings (prophesy) of Jeremiah from 50 years prior

Daniel was blessed with the gift of interpretation
This gift is what earned Daniel his position in government

Daniel was the ruler over the province of Babylon and was
the Chief Prefect over their wise men

God will use us and prosper us even in foreign lands for
His purpose and Glory

Throughout scriptures, there are hundreds of prophesies
that God gives us to strengthen our faith through their
accuracy and completeness.

There are many prophesies about who Messiah is, what He
would do, and even how he would die for all of us.

Only TWO prophesies in all of scripture are actual time line
prophesies!

While | was speaking and praying, confessing my sin
and the sin of my people Israel and making my request
to the LORD my God for his holy hill

While | was still in prayer, Gabriel, the man | had seen in
the earlier vision, came to me in swift flight about the
time of the evening sacrifice.

Nehemiah 2:1-8
In the twentieth year of his reign,
Artaxerxes King of Persia (465-424BC)
Decree in 445 BC
to Allow the Rebuilding of Jerusalem



Daniel 9:26

483 X 360 = 173880 Days
Divided by 365 =476 Solar Years

445BC + 476 Years = 32AD
(1 year for the BC to AD change)

Daniel 9:26-27(NIV)

The Last 7 Yet to Come:

The people of the ruler who will (YET TO) come
will destroy the city and the sanctuary. The end
will come like a flood: War will continue until the
end, and desolations have been decreed.

He (the ruler T Satan) will confirm a covenant
with many for one seven.' In the middle of the
‘seven' he will put an end to sacrifice and
offering. And on a wing [of the temple] he will set
up an abomination that causes desolation, until
the end that is decreed is poured out on him. "



Yeshua Said...

In Mathew 24:3 Yeshua was asked " ...what shall be the sign of thy
coming and of the end of the world?"

Yeshua Answered:

Mathew 24:15-21 (NKJV) "Therefore when you see the 'abomination of
desolation,' spoken of by Daniel the prophet, standing in the holy
place" - whoever reads, let him understand - then let those who are in
Judea flee to the mountains. Let him who is on the housetop not go
down to take anything out of his house. And let him who is in the field
not go back to get his clothes. But woe to those who are pregnant and
to those who are nursing babies in those days! And pray that your
flight may not be in winter or on the Sabbath. For then there will be
great tribulation, such as has not been since the beginning of the
world until this time, no, nor ever shall be.

Gabriel explains to Daniel (almost 500 years beforehand)
Artaxerxes decree to rebuild Jerusalem
IS handed down in 445BC

From that point, add 476 years to determine
the exact day Messiah would ride into Jerusalem

God grants us knowledge and understanding
~ Just as He did for Daniel ~

So that we may stand firm in our faith.
