2. Our walk should remain

a. God is looking for a repentant heart 

rather than perfection

b. When we accept Messiah as our Lord and 

Savior, we take on the righteousness of 

Christ in exchange for our own righteousness 

[which is seen as ófilthy ragsô to the Lord] 
(Isaiah 64:6)

c. Like Noah, 

we need to walk with the Lord
