ÅWithout salvation, we are lost for eternityé



ÅWithout ascension, Yeshua said, we would not 

have the power of the living God - the essence 

of God Himself ïThe Holy Spirit living in us.

John 14:16-17, 26 (NIV)
16-17:  And I will ask the Father, and he will give you another 

Counselor to be with you foreverïthe Spirit of truth. 

The world cannot accept him, because it neither sees him nor 

knows him. But you know him, for he lives with you and will be in 

you.  

26:  But the Counselor, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send 

in my name, will teach you all things and will remind you of 

everything I have said to you. 



Life is in the Blood and All Life is Sacred to God

Lev 17:13-14 (NIV)

"Any Israelite or any alien living among you who hunts 

any animal or bird that may be eaten must drain out the 

blood and cover it with earth, because the life of every 

creature is its blood. That is why I have said to the 

Israelites, You must not eat the blood of any creature, 

because the life of every creature is its blood; anyone 

who eats it must be cut off.ò



The Blood Gives Access to the Throne of God

Heb 9:12 (NIV)

ñHe did not enter (vs.11 the Heavenly Tabernacle) by 

means of the blood of goats and calves; but he entered 

the Most Holy Place once for all by his own blood, having 

obtained eternal redemption.ò

Heb 10:19-20 (NIV)

ñTherefore, brothers, since we have confidence to enter 

the Most Holy Place by the blood of Jesus, by a new and 

living way opened for us through the curtain, that is, his 

bodyò



The Blood Redeems Us From Sin

Rev 5:9 (NIV)

ñwith your blood you purchased men for God from every 

tribe and language and people and nation.ò

The Blood Purchases the Church

Act 20:28 (Complete Jewish Bible) 

ñWatch out for yourselves, and for all the flock in which 

the Ruach HaKodesh has placed you as leaders, to 

shepherd God's Messianic community, which he won for 

himself at the cost of his own Son's blood.ò



The Blood Reconciles All Things

Rev 5:9 (NIV)

ñand through him to reconcile to himself all things, 

whether things on earth or things in heaven, by making 

peace through his blood, shed on the cross.ò

The Blood Protects Us From Death

Ex 12:23 (Complete Jewish Bible) 

ñFor ADONAI will pass through to kill the Egyptians; but 

when he sees the blood on the top and on the two sides, 

ADONAI will pass over the door and will not allow the 

Slaughterer to enter your houses and kill you.ò



The Blood Perfects and Sanctifies

Heb 10:14 (NIV)

ñbecause by one sacrifice he has made perfect forever 

those who are being made holyò

Heb 13:12 (Complete Jewish Bible)

ñSo too Yeshua suffered death outside the gate, in order 

to make the people holy through his own blood.ò



The Blood Heals

Isa 53:4 (Complete Jewish Bible) 

ñIn fact, it was our diseases he bore, our pains from 

which he suffered; yet we regarded him as punished, 

stricken and afflicted by God. But he was wounded 

because of our crimes, crushed because of our sins; the 

disciplining that makes us whole fell on him, and by his 

bruises we are healed.ò

1Peter 2:24  (NIV)

ñby his wounds you have been healed.ò



The Blood Makes Us Holy

Rev 1:5-6 (NIV) 

ñand from Jesus Christ, who is the faithful witness, the 

firstborn from the dead, and the ruler of the kings of the 

earth. To him who loves us and has freed us from our 

sins by his blood, and has made us to be a kingdom and 

priestsò



The Blood Cleanses Our Conscience

Heb 9:14 (Complete Jewish Bible) 

ñthen how much more the blood of the Messiah, who, 

through the eternal Spirit, offered himself to God as a 

sacrifice without blemish, will purify our conscience from 

works that lead to death, so that we can serve the living 

God!ò



The Blood Justifies Sinners

Rom 3:25 (KJV) 

ñMuch more then, being now justified by his blood, we 

shall be saved from wrath through him.ò

The Blood Overcomes Satan

Rev 12:11 (NIV) 

ñThey overcame him by the blood of the Lamb and by 

the word of their testimony; they did not love their lives so 

much as to shrink from death.ò



The Blood Provides Fellowship

1Cor 10:16 (NIV) 

ñIs not the cup of thanksgiving for which we give thanks a 

participation in the blood of Christ? And is not the bread 

that we break a participation in the body of Christ?ò

1John 1:7 (Complete Jewish Bible) 

ñBut if we are walking in the light, as he is in the light, 

then we have fellowship with each other, and the blood of 

his Son Yeshua purifies us from all sin.ò

Gk for Purifies =    Katharismos  

Cleanse   Beyond Clean = To Make Pure



The Blood is a Covenant Between God and Man

Ex 24:5-8 (NIV) 

ñThen he sent young Israelite men, and they offered 

burnt offerings and sacrificed young bulls as fellowship 

offerings  to the LORD. Moses took half of the blood and 

put it in bowls, and the other half he sprinkled on the 

altar. Then he took the Book of the Covenant and read it 

to the people. They responded, "We will do everything 

the LORD has said; we will obey.ò Moses then took the 

blood, sprinkled it on the people and said, "This is the 

blood of the covenant that the LORD has made with you 

in accordance with all these words.ò



The Blood is a Covenant Between God and Man

Mat 27:28 (NIV) 

ñThen he took the cup, gave thanks and offered it to 

them, saying, "Drink from it, all of you. This is my blood 

of the covenant, which is poured out for many 

for the forgiveness of sins.ò

Heb 9:18-20 (NIV) 

ñThis is why even the first covenant was not put into 

effect without blood. When Moses had proclaimed every 

commandment of the law to all the people, he took the 

blood of calves, together with water, scarlet wool and 

branches of hyssop, and sprinkled the scroll and all the 

people. 



What makes Yeshuaôs blood so special?

Innocent Blood
Mat 27:4 (NIV) 

(Judas speaking)ñI have sinned," he said, "for I have 

betrayed innocent blood.ò

Shed Blood
Luke 22:20 (NIV) 

ñIn the same way, after the supper he took the cup, 

saying, "This cup is the new covenant in my blood, which 

is poured out for you.ò

Poured out = With Purpose  / Spilled = Accident
