T hey are the wild branches that have been grafted in.

Inheriting the RESTORATION

EPH 3:6 (NIV) This mystery is that through 

the gospel the Gentiles are heirs together           

with Israel, members together of one body, 

and sharers together in the promise in 

Christ Jesus.

T he First Step in Defeating an Enemy is to Learn 
W ho he is and to Recognize his Tactics...

Who is Our Enemy?
The father of lies and the author of replacement theologies

Ezek 28:12 (NIV) `This is what the Sovereign LORD says: "`You were 

the model of perfection, full of wisdom and perfect in beauty.”

Ezek 28:13 (NIV) “You were in Eden, the garden of God; every precious 

stone adorned you: ruby, topaz and emerald, chrysolite, onyx and 

jasper, sapphire, turquoise and beryl. Your settings and mountings 

were made of gold; on the day you were created they were prepared.”

Ezek 28:14-15 (NIV) “You were anointed as a guardian cherub, for so I 

ordained you. You were on the holy mount of God; you walked among 

the fiery stones. You were blameless in your ways from the day you 

were created”

W hat are the Tactics of Satan?   Or...
W hat are SOME of his Replacement T heologies?

~ Satan is a Liar
He KNOWS scripture and is a master of twisting a truth with a lie…

Gen 3:4-5 (NIV) "You will not surely die," the serpent said to the woman.   

"For God knows that when you eat of it your eyes will be opened, 

and you will be like God, knowing good and evil."

~ Satan is a Thief
He wants what you have!  

Luke 8:12 (NIV) “Those along the path are the ones who hear, and then 

the devil comes and takes away the word from their hearts, 

so that they may not believe and be saved.”



W hat are the Tactics of Satan?

~ Satan is a Tempter
He know which buttons to push!

Math 4:2 (NIV) 2.  After fasting forty days and forty nights, he was hungry. 

The tempter came to him and said, "If you are the Son of God, 

tell these stones to become bread.“

~ Satan has Dominion
(for now…)

Luke 4:5-7 (NIV) The devil led him up to a high place and showed him 

in an instant all the kingdoms of the world.  

And he said to him, "I will give you all their authority and splendor, 

for it has been given to me, and I can give it to anyone I want to.  

So if you worship me, it will all be yours.”

~ Satan is Patient
A master chess player…

Luke 4:13 (NIV) When the devil had finished all this tempting, 

he left him until an opportune time.



Satan's Master Plan

To replace every good thing of God with a cheap 

imitation and to distract or discourage us from the path 

God intends for our life.

Ignores our weaknesses – He works on our strengths.

He doesn't need to conquer each of us 100% - He only 

needs to render us ineffective for the Kingdom.

Devalue the importance of a savior and 

Increase the value of SELF

Make himself “Beautiful” again…



Perception Versus Reality

How Can We Discern?

1. The Word – Spend time with the Lord – We understand 

all to well the ways of this world – How much do we 

know the ways of the Lord? 

2. Prayer – Know the will of the Father. EVERY DAY that 

Yeshua walked this earth, He prayed that He would 

stay in the will of the Father.

3. Learn to recognize the voice of the Holy Spirit – a calm 

still voice.  

Realize that Satan speaks to us this way too. If you 

cannot picture Jesus saying it; 

It is NOT the Holy Spirit talking…



Satan's Replacements are 
Temporary and Faded Substitutes of the 
Glory and Riches the Father has for Us.

A Few Examples:

Lust Instead of Love

Worldly Riches Instead of the Richness of Joy in the 

Lord

Worldly Power instead of the Power of the Holy Spirit

Drunk on Wine Instead of Drunk in the Spirit



How does God Know W hat I am Going 
T hrough?

W hat is special about the number 40?

In scripture, 40 days is an amount of time specified over and over 

to define a waiting or a cleansing period.

Gen 7:4 (NKJV) “I will cause it to rain on the earth forty days and forty 

nights, and I will destroy from the face of the earth all living things 

that I have made."

Gen 50:3 (NKJV) “Forty days were required for him, for such are the days 

required for those who are embalmed.”

Ex 34:28 (NKJV) “So he was there with the Lord forty days and forty 

nights; he neither ate bread nor drank water.”

Num 13:25 (NKJV) “And they returned from spying out the land after forty 

days”



How does God Know W hat I am Going 
T hrough?

One More 40...

Luke 4:1-2 (NKJV) “Then Jesus, being filled with the Holy Spirit, returned 

from the Jordan and was led by the Spirit into the wilderness, being 

tempted for forty days by the devil. And in those days He ate nothing, 

and afterward, when they had ended, He was hungry.”

Our Hope In T his Battle

Romans 8:31-39 (NIV) If God is for us, who can be against us?

He who did not spare his own Son, but gave him up for us all--how 

will he not also, along with him, graciously give us all things? 

Who will bring any charge against those whom God has chosen? It 

is God who justifies. Who is he that condemns? Christ Jesus, who 

died--more than that, who was raised to life--is at the right hand of 

God and is also interceding for us.  Who shall separate us from 

the love of Christ? Shall trouble or hardship or persecution or 

famine or nakedness or danger or sword? As it is written: "For 

your sake we face death all day long; we are considered as sheep 

to be slaughtered." No, in all these things we are more than 

conquerors through him who loved us. For I am convinced that 

neither death nor life, neither angels nor demons,  neither the 

present nor the future, nor any powers, neither height nor depth, 

nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from 

the love of God that is in Christ Jesus our Lord.

Jeremiah 31:31-33 (NIV) "The time is coming," declares 

the LORD, "when I will make a new covenant with the 

house of Israel and with the house of Judah. It will not 

be like the covenant I made with their forefathers when 

I took them by the hand to lead them out of Egypt, 

because they broke my covenant, though I was a 

husband to  them, "  declares the LORD. "This is the 

covenant I will make with the house of Israel after that 

time," declares the LORD.

W hat is TRUT HFUL Replacement T heology?
